Specimens fly high up, never much more than half a metre from the tree trunk, in the vicinity of the hanging ant nests, with a rapid fluttering flight.  They spend long periods on the wing but rest on the tree trunks or on vines if the sun is obscured by clouds.  Particular ant-trees may be frequented for years on end.  Despite their presumed sedentary nature many species have a vast distributional range, from West Africa to the DRC and Uganda (Collins & Larsen, in Larsen, 2005a).  The various species can be told apart when compared as series but single specimens require genitalic dissection in order to be identified.  They appear to be associated with more open forest and some species, at least, are more active shortly after dawn (06.00 to 07.30).

KwaZulu-Natal – Pinetown (Morant; TL); Umkomaas (Swanepoel, 1953); Durban (Swanepoel, 1953); Mount Pleasant (Swanepoel, 1953); Hluhluwe (Swanepoel, 1953).

Common name: Common buff.

Habitat: Coastal forest and adjacent woodland (Henning & Henning, 2004).

Habits: Flies slowly in the shade of trees, often clustering in small groups on dry twigs and vines.  When at rest they periodically open and close their wings.  Adults are frequently encountered in numbers, feeding from the secretions of sap-sucking insects (Pringle et al., 1994).  At Hluhluwe more than 50 specimens were found feeding from the secretions of membracids in a large Euclea natalensis tree (Williams, pers.obs.).  

Flight period: All the summer months; near Beira it has been recorded as early as August (Pringle, et al., 1994).

Early stages:

Clark and Dickson, 1971: 244, plate 114 [as Baliochila aslauga; south of Umhlanga Rocks, KwaZulu-Natal].

"Egg:  0.5 mm diam. x 0.25 mm high.  Laid singly or in small clusters.  Pale dull yellow, darkening down the sides.  The surface is covered with large circular indentations, each within a circle of six small moles.  Eggs hatch after 14 days.  Larva:  1st instar 0.8 mm, growing to 1.6 mm in 10 days.  On emergence, the larva is light grey with a black head.  In cross-section the larva does not differ much from those of the foregoing related genera [Pentila, Alaena, Durbania, Durbaniella] and the setae bear out this affinity.  The disposition and relative lengths of the setae are shown clearly in the plate.  The longest setae at the anal end of the larva are very long in relation to the length of the body.  (The full length of these setae is not indicated in the lateral view of the larva through lack of space in the plate).  The larva from which the record was made did not survive beyond the 1st instar.  A female of B. aslauga [sic] laid eggs very readily in captivity, in Durban, after it had been placed in a glass jar together with some pieces of the woody stem of the climber on which it had been caught, 14 eggs in all being laid in one afternoon.  Some of these eggs were taken to Cape Town before they hatched and after the larvae emerged they fed normally on a fine grey tree Lichen, obtained in our garden - doubling their length in a period of 10 days.  Recorded from eggs from S. of Umhlanga Rocks, Natal."

Distribution: Zimbabwe (eastern border), Mozambique (western border), Democratic Republic of Congo (Libert, 1999).

Specific localities:

Mozambique – Buzi River; Amatongas; Xiluvo; Dondo Forest; Savane Forest (Pringle, et al., 1994).

Common name: Barnes’s buff.

Habitat: ?

Habits: Similar to other species in the genus (Pringle, et al., 1994).

Flight period: Records include November, December, March and April (Pringle, et al., 1994).

Early stages: Nothing published.

Larval food:

Algae (Cyanophyta) on trees [Pringle, et al., 1994: 136].
Baliochila neavei Stempffer & Bennett, 1953

Diagnosis: Can reliably be separated from B. aslanga and B. barnesi only by the genitalia.  In B. neavei (as in barnesi) there are longer arms on the uncus and the aedeagus is toothed.  The triangular apophyses at the base of the uncus is present in aslanga and barnesi but absent in neavei (Pringle et al., 1994).

Distribution: Burundi, Tanzania (east), Democratic Republic of Congo (Haut-Shaba), Malawi, Mozambique.

Specific localities:

Mozambique – Dondo Forest (Pringle et al., 1994); Gorongosa district (Pringle et al., 1994).

Common name: Neave’s buff.

Habitat: Forest?

Habits: Similar to B. aslanga and B. barnesi (Pringle et al., 1994).

Flight period: August to April (Pringle et al., 1994).

Early stages: Nothing published.

Algae (Cyanophyta) on trees [Pringle et al., 1994: 136].

Note: Carcasson (1981: 133) records B. neavei from Tanzania but Kielland (1990: 175) expresses reservations about the presence of neavei in Tanzania.  He states that it can only be differentiated from B. hildegarda Kirby by dissection of the male genitalia.  All the specimens from Tanzania that he dissected were found to be examples of hildegarda.

Roosting specimens frequently open and close their wings in a slow, deliberate manner (Larsen, 1991).  Females oviposit on lichens on the bark of tree trunks (Van Someren, 1974).

Note: Kielland (1990: 174) notes that the genitalia and underside patterning of the wings of the Tanzanian populations from the Kiboriani and Njoge mountains are slightly different from typical hildegarda and that they may constitute an undescribed species.
